S.T.A.B.L.E.

The S.T.A.B.L.E. Program is designed to address care of the infants during the post-resuscitation/pre-transport stabilization period.  The program content is based on stabilizing tasks of monitoring and normalizing blood sugar  (Sugar and safe care); supporting thermoregulation (Temperature) and ventilation (Airway); recognizing and treating shock (Blood pressure); maintaining normal acid base balance, performing lab work, recognizing sepsis (Lab work); and maintaining family involvement (Emotional support).  Establishing intravenous access and reviewing records and x-rays is also covered.  

Intended Audience

Taught by a neonatal nurse practitioner and intended for registered nurses in labor and delivery, postpartum, and nursery.
